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Oil and Gas Pipeline Engineering
Area of Practice

Oil and gas pipeline engineering deals with the efficient transport of fluids. This area of practice relates
only to the transmission of petroleum and gas and related fluid pipelines. This Area of Practice requires
completion of a technical competency report in accordance with the Australian Pipelines and Gas
Association (APGA\) (pipeline engineering technical competencies).

Some of the indicative activities that may be undertaken when practising oil and gas pipeline engineering
are:

e construction

e decommissioning
e design

e development

e installation

e maintenance

e manufacture

e operation.

These activities could take place in any of the following oil and gas pipeline domains:

e onshore pipelines
e offshore pipelines.
